PUBLIC HEARING - 220-C928 — METROPARKS SPECIAL USE PERMIT APPLICATION:

Chairman George J. Cole opened the public hearing which had been scheduled fer
this date and time. The purpose of the hearing'iSAto consider a request for a
Special Use Permit for the MetroParks Blue Creek Comservation Area parcels
located at 10708 Neapolis-Waterville Road, 0 Neapolis-Waterville Road, 7700
Schadel Road and 7795 Schadel Road in Waterville Township. ~-The Lucas County Plap
Commission will hold their hearing on the ‘above matter on November 19, 2008.

Since there were township residents present even thoﬁgh the recommendation had
not been received from the plan commission, MetroParks. spokesperson Russell
Schifferly was present to discuss the application. This will be a ‘people park
due to be open 2015 to 2018. The current phase is the updating of the buildings
on the property. They are working on a wetland reserve covering sixty (60) acres.
It will not hold water all year round se will not' be a breeding ground for
insects. There will be a walking trail - approximately two miles. long and
constructed of stome. It will be toward the interior of the property - not closg
to the outside edges. They are not sure what they will do with the old jail
facility - mothball it or demolish it. It seems to hold an attractiom for youth
in the area but the park rangers are patroling and arrests have been made, It is
hoped that the arrests will be a deterrent.
